Early intervention policy areas include health, educational development, social development, benefits and financial assistance.
About the L4 course
The Level 4 Professional Certificate in Early Interventions Work aims to provide the underpinning knowledge and skills required by practitioners who manage a complex early interventions caseload.
The qualification is suitable for experienced case workers and those who manage them, wishing to further develop and have recognition for their knowledge, understanding and competence. These learners will be responsible for complex and higher risk cases, which involve a significant level of multiagency working. As well as building and maintaining relationships with individuals and families, learners working at this level will therefore need to be able to work effectively with professionals in partner agencies and disciplines.
